LOCAL MP Jonathan Djanogly is delighted that after a long and hard-fought campaign, Hinchingbrooke Hospital

has been saved from closure and now also from serious downgrading.

Cambridgeshire Primary Care Trust (PCT) had been reviewing the future of vital hospital services such as the A&E department and
maternity unit after the hospital’'s debt rose to more than £30 million. That debt has now dropped to £13.5 million and the PCT recently
announced that the hospital’s services will remain open, with the exception of treatment to correct curvature of the spine.

Speaking after the announcement Jonathan said, “The campaign to save Hinchingbrooke is a tremendous success story for the local

community, who were fully behind their local hospital.”

The decision marks the culmination of the “Save Hinchingbrooke Hospital campaign, which Jonathan was a key part of. As part of

A series of "local area reviews" will
take place during the next 18 months
in 60 areas, each covering several
constituencies, to decide where the
closures will occur.

Jonathan said, “I am very concerned
by the damaging effect of closures on
community life within Huntingdon. |
fully believe that Post Offices are a vital
part of our community life, playing an
important social role.”

B Spoke at a rally and march in support of Hinchingbrooke Hospital
last October in front of an audience of hospital workers, local
politicians of all Parties, trade unionists and hundreds of local
people.

B Handed in a petition of 55,000 names to 10 Downing Street in
support of the Hinchingbrooke Save our Hospital campaign.

B Voiced his concern for Hinchingbrooke Hospital on the floor of
the House of Commons and also launched an Early Day Motion
in Parliament in support of the Hinchingbrooke hospital.

Full details of the rescue package will emerge at the Hinchingbrooke
board meeting in early September.

Opening the St Ives and Hemingford Flood Alleviation
Scheme with Leader of Huntingdonshire District

Flooding risk reduced
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AFTER the extensive flooding we Sz

have seen across the country in
recent weeks, Jonathan is relieved
that work on the St Ives and
Hemingfords Flood Alleviation
Scheme has been completed.

The scheme, which cost £8.9m and includes
3.5km of new and improved flood
embankments, a new drainage pumping
station in Hemingford Grey and the installation
of six manually operated flood gates, was
officially opened by Jonathan at a ceremony
in June.

With the new scheme in place, 1,771
residential properties have had their risk of
flooding reduced by 75%.

Jonathan is now campaigning to extend
flood alleviation schemes to other areas of
the constituency, which are also prone to
flooding.

A Congestion Charge for Cambridge?

CAMBRIDGESHIRE County Council has made a £500m bid to the Government’s Transport
for Innovation Fund for a package of transport improvements.
is a proposal to introduce a congestion charge for Cambridge.

If implemented, the charge would operate from Monday to Friday between 7.30am and 9.30am, and
would cost between £3 and £5 for people driving into or within the Cambridge area.

Although it has not yet been decided which parts of the county will receive the bid money, significant
improvements have been promised to public transport should the charge get the go-ahead. However, the
proposal has been met with opposition from local people, who are unhappy that people living within the
congestion zone will also be charged. Concerns have also been expressed about a possible down-turn in
trade in the City, particularly if adequate public transport provision is not put in place before the charge is
